Workshop no. 16 “Sott J. Shapiro's Planning Theory of Law"
Abstract

The book Legality by Scott J. Shapiro was published in 2011. It proposes a detailed account of a fresh Legal Theory called The Planning Theory of Law. Shapiro aims to develop an account of the essence of law in the strict philosophical sense. In doing so, his Planning Theory represents an innovative view on the relationships between Law and Morals that is distinctive from that of Natural Law Theories of Law and from any of the Legal Positivisms (inclusive and exclusive). The Special Workshop will discuss the complexities of The Planning Theory of Law viewed almost ten years from its original formulation. Since Shapiro deploys a wide array of tools from analytical philosophy (mainly from epistemology, speech act theory, theories of group agency and meta-ethics) to problematize the theories of Hart, Dworkin, Posner, Finnis, and Füller we aim at following the same route in the critical appraisal of Legality.

The workshop will be held on Thursday 11, July in the morning.
